Mayor Howard Kimmel called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

 Agenda Item 2: Pledge of Allegiance

Agenda Item 3: Prayer
Robert Johnson gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda
Will Jones made the motion to approve the agenda. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 5: Approve the Minutes
Pamela Huffaker made the motion to accept the minutes of the March 10, 2026 Council Meeting. Robert Johnson seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 6: Read and Approve the Bills
The City Clerk, Wendy Mullins, read the bills that need to be paid. Will Jones made the motion to approve the bills. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 7: Art DaRosa introduction
Art DaRosa, a candidate for Jefferson County District 1 Commissioner, introduced himself to the City Council. He explained his views and shared some background about himself.

A. The Council set the date for this year’s Budget Workshop Meeting as July 15th at 6:00 p.m. and 
     the date for the Budget Hearing as August 19th at 6:00pm. Will Jones made the motion to accept 
     these dates. Jeff Angle seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.
B. The Council discussed the proposed Tower Ordinance. They decided to send it back to the P&Z 
     Commission for further revision and directed them to schedule a public hearing. No other action 
     was taken.





Agenda Item 12: Old Business
A. Pamela Huffaker shared an update with the Council on the progress of the America250 Grant.  
     No action was taken.
Agenda Item 10: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
A. Kurt informed the Council that he plans on meeting with Altura to discuss a block grant. His goal 
     is to secure an additional grant to supplement those that the City has already been awarded.  
     This would reduce the amount of the City’s contribution for completion of their planned 
     downtown projects. He talked with the owner of a property west of the City. The owner is 
     considering a lot split of their acreage.  Kurt directed the property owner to request a subdivision 
     ordinance application from City Hall.

Will Jones made the motion to enter into Executive Session, citing Idaho Code 74-206 (1-A) (1-C).

A.  Will Jones informed the Council that he felt that the Easter Egg Hunt went great.
B.  Jeff Angle reported that the Library has a recommendation for a potential Board 
     Member. This will be placed as an Action Item on the May agenda for consideration.  He 
     stated that the Farmers Market that is being organized by the City Library will most 
     likely be held on Thursdays. He is also working on getting a committee together for the 
     Ririe Days Celebration.

Agenda Item 9: Police Report
Deputy Gonzales reported that, from 02-28-2026 to 03-27-2026, there were 160 patrol hours, 32 complaints, 3 arrests, no DUIs, 11 citations and 69 traffic contacts. There were questions about several things that were in the report. Deputy Gonzales answered the questions. Brianna Noriega asked about awareness for the Farmers Market that is being organized by the Library.  Jeff Angle informed the Sheriffs Dept. of the date for Ririe Days this year.
     



 Agenda Item 16: Executive Report
 Mayor Kimmel stated that he had signed a 6-month contract with Eric Smith, of GeoSmith Mapping,  to complete mapping for the City. He would like all City maps to include both Jefferson and Bonneville Counties. He shared that he had apologized to Paul Scoresby, of S&A Engineering, for forgetting to place their contract to complete the final engineering for the US-26B/E. County Line Road Safety Project on the agenda as an Action Item. He will present it at the next Council Meeting as an Action Item. 
Mayor Kimmel stated that an agreement with Maverik, Inc. for the project has not been secured.  He stated that he has discussed a redesign for the project, if necessary, to be able to complete the work within the deadline specified in the grant. He discussed his concern about commuter parking at the City Park.  He has asked Jason to install additional parking signs around the City Park so that parking will be available for those who desire to use the Park.  He attended the Ririe School Board Meeting last month. They are still discussing potential sites for a new school. They are awaiting cost estimates to help with their decision.  The next RPO meeting will be in May. He informed the Council that he and Bill Terry, the ordinance officer, had sent out several letters regarding ordinance violations.

Pamela Huffaker made the motion to adjourn at 8:28 p.m. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.
