 Agenda Items 1: Call to Order
Mayor Howard Kimmel called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 Agenda Item 2: Pledge of Allegiance
Mayor Kimmel led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Agenda Item 3: Prayer
Pamela Huffaker gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda
Will Jones moved to accept the agenda. Robert Johnson seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 5: Approve the Minutes
Robert Johnson moved to accept the minutes of the October 14, 2025, Council Meeting. Will Jones seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

The City Clerk, Wendy Mullins, read the bills that need to be paid. Will Jones made the motion to approve the bills. Pamela Huffaker seconded the motion. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Kimmel read the unscheduled delegation rules.
Jarod Long addressed the council. He had several questions concerning the decision that was made concerning the noise and lights that the trucks were making at Foster’s Scales. Mayor Kimmel explained that the City was bound by Idaho Code.  He read Idaho State House Bill 533 from the last legislative session.  It became law July 1, 2025.  He read a portion of Title 49 Motor Vehicles, item 6, which addressed Mr. Long’s complaint. Jarod Long was extremely angry and threatened to sue the City of Ririe and Fosters as he left the building.

Agenda Item 8: S&A Engineering
Eric Parker represented S&A Engineering. Eric informed the council that the Transportation Study had been turned into LHTAC. Eric spoke about the progress on the sewer study. They plan to wrap it up by the end of the year. He stated that the application for the LHRIP grant will be in by January 2026. 
Pamela Huffaker made the motion to adopt the Transportation Plan as submitted. Jeff Angle seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.


Agenda Item 10: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
 Kurt informed the Council that he would recommend utilizing the CHC Grants that are available in the spring and the fall each year. He informed the council that permits for construction of the new Fire Department building have been approved.  He stated that it will replace the old building that was destroyed by fire. He stated that he was working with Eric Smith, Jefferson County, on new mapping to show all the recent zoning changes.

[bookmark: _Hlk214519195]A. Mayor Kimmel asked the council to vote on the proposal to change the Veterans Hall name.
[bookmark: _Hlk217374539]Will Jones made the motion to maintain the name as the Ririe Veterans Memorial Hall. Jeff Angle seconded. Pamela Huffaker, abstained, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.
B. Mayor Kimmel reported that he and Kurt Hibbert met with Naysha Taylor and Michelle Haegen again. Bonneville County is renewing the Area of Impact (AOI) agreements for several cities. Mayor Kimmel stated that the proposed language in the AOI agreement with the City of Ririe was extremely friendly and City oriented. Kurt Hibbert also agreed.
[bookmark: _Hlk217375205]Pamela Huffaker made the motion to approve the AOI Agreement with Bonneville County. Robert Johnson seconded. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.
C. Mayor Kimmel informed the council that the lot deeds that were promised by Jeremiah Bigelow, in lieu of a Surety Bond to complete the Old Fairgrounds Development Agreement, were handled improperly.  Mr. Bigelow had them recorded, in the City’s name, at the Jefferson County Courthouse instead of delivering them to the City to be held, as specified in the agreement. That creates a taxing issue for the property. Cory Stegelmeier, City Attorney, suggested that the lots be deeded back to the developer, to then be quitclaimed back to the City of Ririe as specified in the agreement.  Mayor Kimmel asked Cory to speak with officials at Jefferson County to explain that this was an administrative error on the part of the developer and that they should not have been recorded. Will Jones made the motion to not accept the lots, authorize Mayor Kimmel to sign the quit claim deeds back to the developer, and then receive the deeds, to be held at the city office. Pamela Huffaker seconded. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.
D.  Jeff Ghee, Ririe Joint School District #252 Superintendent, addressed the council. He asked that the city give permission for the school to install a gate in the alley between the Elementary School and the playground to maintain safety during school hours. There a lot of discussion concerning the best way to ensure the safety of the students,  It was suggested that the proposal be shared with the Central Fire District for their opinion. Will Jones made the motion to authorize the School District to install gates that could be closed during the school day. The gates would need to remain unlocked to facilitate access through the alley by authorized vehicles. Pamela Huffaker seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _heading=h.dki31r7hzimg]Deputy J. Sevy reported that from 11-08-2025 to 12-05-2025 there were 80 patrol hours, 15 complaints, 0 arrests, 0 DUIs, 4 citations and 23 traffic contacts. Will Jones ask if they could patrol more on the Bonneville County side of Ririe, since there isn’t a lot of patrolling happening there. Deputy Sevy said he would relay the message. Robert Johnson asked about an item in the police report that had a New Mexico address.


Agenda Item 12: Old Business
A. Mayor Kimmel discussed a few of the changes that he would like to see made to the ordinances.   
    He stated that changes needed to be made to 6-1-D-2 concerning parking on Main Street.  The  
    times in the ordinance need to match the times that are on the street signs. Title 10 information 
    needs to be added to the table of contents for the city codes. He would like to change the election 
    process so that candidates for office would need to specify the seat on the council that they would 
    like to seek. That would help make the election process clearer.    He would like to hold a public 
    hearing on Jan 14th prior to making these changes.

    Transportation Department for the US-26B/E. County Line Road Safety Project is very important, 
    and that it would be terrible if we were unable to use the funds that have been set aside by ITD for 
    that purpose. The council discussed the financial state of the city, and if there were funds 
    available to cover the costs of the project until reimbursement was received from the State. It was 
   decided that the city would be able to cover the costs, if needed, until the grant money was 
    received. Jeff Angle made the motion to agree to the Cooperative Agreement 
    Project # A025(115) between the City of Ririe and ITD. Robert Johnson seconded. 
    Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried. Will 
   Jones made the motion to read Resolution #2025-8 & the Cooperative Agreement project # 
    A025(115) between the City of Ririe and ITD by title only. AIF Motion Carried. Will Jones made the motion to approve Resolution #2025-8 & the Cooperative Agreement project # 
    A025(115) between the City of Ririe and ITD. Jeff Angle seconded. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will 
    Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.
   Mayor Kimmel would like to implement a graduated fee schedule for nuisance violations. He       would like the fines to increase when they remain unpaid, or the nuisance continues to be unabated.    The mayor would like to change the language of 4-1-2, which pertains to parties & loud music. He 
    would like to change the ordinance to require anyone having a party or public event which has 
    the potential to disturb the neighbors, to apply for a permit from the city. He said that if it was 
    going to cause problems, the permit would not be approved. Wendy Mullins asked who would be 
    the one that decides whether to approve the permit or not. She asked how a permit would get 
    approved if it was on a weekend. Mayor Kimmel stated that they would need to apply for the 
    permit during the week and during regular business hours.  Cory Stegelmeier suggested that the 
    city consider using language already adopted by Jefferson County.  Mayor Kimmel stated that he 
    would use it to draft language for the council’s approval. 
C. Pamela Huffaker informed the council of the progress on the America250 Celebration Grant. She 
    reviewed the contents of the grant and shared her plans to redecorate the interior of the Veterans 
    Hall. No Action Taken.

Agenda Item 13: Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman stated that the LHRIP grant had been submitted. He also stated that the sewer line has been installed for the subdivision at the old fairgrounds. He is working on installing parking and traffic control signs.

He reported that the Ririe High School students and staff working on the new Veterans Hall sign were still having problems getting their computer program to sync with the machine to create the sign. He informed the council that there is a RPO meeting on 12-19-2025. He also shared that the city had received the $1,000.00 check for the Blue Cross of Idaho Mayor’s Walking Challenge . He is going to contact Maverik officials to discuss the US-26B/E. County Line Road Safety Project.
