Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda

Agenda Item 5: Approve the Minutes

Agenda Item 6: Read and Approve the Bills

Agenda Item 9:Jensen, Poulson & Company
Damon Johnson presented the 2025 Audit to the Mayor and City Council. He reported that the City's assets increased to $4,393,500. And the liabilities decreased to $565,000. That left a net asset position of $3,828,500. The total cash balances were $2,089,000 on September 30, 2025, of which $89,000 is restricted for bond payments. He stated that they enjoyed working with Wendy Mullins, the City Clerk. He asked if the city would want them to do the audit for next year with a 3% increase from last year. Will Jones made the motion to renew the contract for next year. Jeff Angle seconded. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.





Agenda Item 10: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
 A. Kurt informed the Council that the Planning and Zoning Commission had discussed a tower  
     ordinance and an annexation policy at their last meeting.  Draft copies of these have been 
     provided to the Council.  The Commission will continue to discuss them and share their 
     recommendations with the Council at the next meeting.
B. Kurt Hibbert introduced Jeff Geisler, State of Idaho Building Inspector, to the council. Jeff 
     addressed the council in regards to the new process for securing approval for building permits 
     through the State of Idaho. He believes that these changes should address problems that have 
     occurred in the past.

C. Brianna Noriega, City Library Director, addressed the council and asked for approval to have a 
     Farmers’ Market on Fridays during the summer months.

Pamela 
     Huffaker made the motion to approve use of the City Park for the summer lunch program. Jeff

Deputy J. Sevy reported that from 01-03-2026 to 01-30-2026 there were 124 patrol hours, 14 complaints, 1 arrest, 0 DUIs, 3 citations and 28 traffic contacts. The council thanked the Sheriff's Department for their service to the City.

A. City Attorney Cory Stegelmeier stated that they are still working to resolve the problems with the terms of the Development Agreement for the Old Fairgrounds. He stated that if the city received any tax bills, they should not be paid until this issue is resolved.
 
B. Pamela Huffaker discussed several items for the America250 grant. She informed the council that  
     City has been authorized to use the state logo as an Ambassador City. She discussed  ideas for       
     placement of the pictures on the back wall. She asked for votes on the scenic pictures that had 
     been entered for the contest. The council voted and one was chosen. She will be having a 
     Childrens’ Coloring Contest. She discussed the Veterans sign for the building and options if the 
     school cis unable to finish it. She asked for opinions for the phrase on the back wall. It was 
     decided to go with, “All gave some, some gave All.”

D. Pamela Huffaker reported on her progress on the America250 Project. She informed the 
     council that the Easter Egg Hunt will be held on April 4th. She said that help with filling 
     Easter eggs would be appreciated. 

 Agenda Item 15: Executive Report
 Mayor Kimmel stated that the LHTAC/TAP grant has been submitted. He discussed the enforcement of City ordinances. He has asked Cory Stegelmeier, City Attorney, to register the City’s ordinances with the Idaho Supreme Court. Cory stated, until then, the City will need to obtain an affidavit from the ordinance officer for probable cause in order to prosecute.
Mayor Kimmel said that he had attended the Ririe School Board Meeting last month. He stated that the District is looking for locations for a new elementary school. He discussed 3 potential sites and that he, personally, would prefer that they move the bus barn to the high school property and put their Main Street property up for sale. He discussed projects that the city would have to complete for each potential location.  He informed the Council that the School District would need to hold a Bond Election before they could design and build the school.  Because of this, any City projects would not need to be completed for some time.  He stated talks with Maverik had been initiated and that he is hopeful that work on the Maverik Intersection will move forward soon.
