Mayor Howard Kimmel called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. 

Agenda Item 2:  Pledge of Allegiance
Mayor Kimmel led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Pamela Huffaker gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 7: Unscheduled Delegations/Public Comment:  
Mayor Kimmel read the unscheduled delegation rules.

 Rick stated that the dust in the alley is causing problems with his wife’s breathing machine. He asked that the city spray something on the alleys to keep the dust down. The council said that they will take it under advisement.  They asked the Maintenance Supervisor to seek bids for the work.  Rick also stated that there is an ongoing problem with illegal drug activity in the area by his home.

2- Kerry Miller 360 W. Smith St. Ririe, ID
Kerry stated that there is a lot of drug trafficking going on down the alley. She stated that it is putting her great grandkids in danger. She stated that she has contacted the state police, and that she plans on suing the city. She said she was done with the city.

3- Rick Miller 360 W. Smith St. Ririe, ID
Rick stated that, in regards to the drug problem, he does not trust Jefferson Co. He said that he has asked the State Police to get involved and that he has spoken to a senator. 

4- Rick Dimos 141 W. Miller St. Ririe, ID
Rick stated that there are problems with alley right-of-ways.  He stated that some have bushes that have grown into them or have wood stacked in them.  He would like to have them cleared so that people can drive through them without encroaching on private property.  

5- Micheal Bullard Ririe, ID Ririe, ID.
Micheal stated that he hasn’t had an issue until 2 days ago, when his race fuel was stolen from his trailer. He also wanted to address the newsletter regarding city ordinances. He said that Ririe is a City, not an HOA. He does not agree with the fact that his motor home cannot be parked where it is. He also questioned the city newsletter which stated that there could be no parties after 10 p.m. Mayor Kimmel interrupted, and informed those present that he had made a mistake on that portion of the newsletter.  It should have only stated that there was an “excessive noise ordinance” that became effective after 10:00 p.m.  Michael also disagreed with the dog ordinances.  

Agenda Item 8: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert 
Kurt Hibbert informed the Council that there will be a Transportation Meeting on June 18th at 2pm. He asked that Mayor Kimmel and Jason Freeman attend that. He also stated that he and Mayor Kimmel would be meeting with Bonneville County on June 16th to discuss the Area of Impact Agreement.  Also on the 16th, there is a meeting to discuss the development at the old fairgrounds site. The current development agreement has expired, so there will need to be a new one. Kurt stated that he has had some talks concerning the Stosich Land development. They are considering a change from a PUD to a subdivision.

A.  Approval of initial draft of the Budget for the Library 2025-2026.

B.  Election Information from Wendy Mullins  
Wendy informed the council that the timeline to file for the November 2025 elections has changed. The dates for candidate filing are earlier this year.

Corporal J. Sevy read the police report. The council had questions about problems on 2nd West. He assured them that they are aware, and that they have been called there several times. Sheriff Anderson was also in attendance.

Agenda Item 11: Old Business
A. Cory Stegelmeier – Annexation Update
Cory stated that he is working with Thompson Engineering to finish up the documentation necessary for annexation of some of the properties adjacent to 2nd West Street.

Agenda Item 12:  Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman reported that he is working with S&A Engineering on the “Maverik Intersection.”  Eric Parker is working to complete the Traffic Study.  Paul Scoresby will be providing cost estimates to be used in preparing next year’s budget.  
Jason also stated that he has been busy killing weeds and filling potholes. Robert Johnson asked about the alley situation. Mayor Kimmel suggested that he and Bill Terry, the ordinance officer, could visit with some residents whose property has encroached on the alley right-of-ways.  The Council also discussed whose responsibility it was to maintain the alley areas next to each property.  Jason was also asked to get a cost estimate for dust control in the alleys.

The students from BYU-I also addressed the council and 
      explained the plans they are working on. Pamela updated the council on the progress 
      of Ririe Days and the bike-a-thon to raise money for the Senior Center. She has also 
      organized a city beautification contest. There will be prizes for the most attractive 
      yards.

Wendy asked the council to determine a date for a Budget Work Meeting. It was decided that it would be held on Wednesday, July 23, 2025 at 6:30 p.m. in the Ririe Veterans Memorial Hall.

Agenda Item 14:  Executive Report
Mayor Kimmel informed the Council that he had received a card from the Daughters of the American Revolution thanking the City for making the proclamation honoring military veteran caregivers. He discussed the meeting with Bonneville County Planning and Zoning concerning renegotiating the Area of Impact Agreement.  He also stated that he had discussed progress on the sign for the Veterans Hall with Jeff Gee, Ririe School District Superintendent.  Mr. Gee said that Mr. Landon and Mr. Hayes are working to complete it.  Mayor Kimmel, again, apologized for the error in the section of the newsletter that should have referred to the Noise Ordinance. He also discussed the ordinance enforcement efforts that will be beginning in July. Mayor Kimmel gave an update on the traffic issues that were being worked on with ITD.
