Mayor Howard Kimmel called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

 Agenda Item 2: Pledge of Allegiance
Mayor Kimmel led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Agenda Item 3: Prayer
Jeff Angle gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda
Pamela Huffaker made the motion to approve the agenda. Robert Johnson seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 5: Approve the Minutes
Will Jones made the motion to accept the minutes of the April 14, 2026, Council Meeting. Jeff Angle seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 6: Read and Approve the Bills
The City Clerk, Wendy Mullins, read the bills that need to be paid. Will Jones made the motion to approve the bills. Robert Johnson seconded the motion. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 7: Unscheduled Delegations
Mike Severson, 547 2nd West Ririe, ID, spoke to Council about problems that he is having with the alley located behind his property on 2nd West Street.  He owns property on both sides of the alley.  Vehicles have been speeding as they travel through the alley. He asked if there was a solution.
Kaley Sagastume, 561 2nd West, who also owns property on both sides of the alley, spoke about the same problem. She asked if there was some way to close the alley to through traffic or reduce the speed through it.   
Mayor Kimmel did address the problem. He informed them that the speed limit in all City alleys was 15 m.p.h.  He discussed the issue with the Council, the City Attorney and the City Planner. It was agreed that they would investigate possibly blocking the alley at some point between Ririe Street and Smith Street, while ensuring that all property owners would still be able to use the alley to access their properties.



Agenda Item 8: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
A. Kurt informed the Council that he plans on attending the A.I.C. Conference in Boise. He asked if 
    anyone else would like to go. He discussed changes that the State is considering for ADU’s. He 
    stated that he had met with Rick Miller and discussed other funding possibilities. Mayor Kimmel 
    asked about the design standards for the swales in the Old Fairgrounds Subdivision. He discussed 
   ongoing maintenance of the swales and enforcement provisions for homeowners who violated the standards set in the Development Agreement.

D. Pamela Huffaker made the motion to approve the US 26-B/County Line Road Safety Project Final 
    Design Contract with S&A Engineering. Robert Johnson seconded. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will 
    Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 9: Police Report
Deputy Lundberg reported that, from 03-28-2026 to 04-24-2026, there were 120 patrol hours, 41 complaints, 1 arrest, 1 DUI, 10 citations and 52 traffic contacts. The Council had questions about several incidents in the report. Deputy Lundberg answered their questions. Mayor Kimmel asked if the City could trespass people from the City Park. Deputy Lundberg stated that they could.

Agenda Item 12: Old Business
A. Pamela Huffaker shared an update with the Council on the progress of the America250 Grant. 
    She stated that the lettering on the south wall was not sticking and asked for suggestions on what 
    could be done.

Agenda Item 14: Council Reports
A.  Will Jones No Report
[bookmark: _heading=h.satpd6ypcdz]B.  Jeff Angle reported that the Library will be changing the hours of the Farmers Market to 
     3 p.m. to 7 p.m. He informed the Council that he was going to schedule a time for the 
     Ririe Days Committee to meet at the Veterans Hall to continue work on event planning.
C.  Robert Johnson informed the Council that they had parked a few classic cars at the City 
     Park during the Farmers Market. He stated that they would also like to do that for the 
     Ririe Days Celebration.
D. Pamela Huffaker reported that she had picked up some flyers from Eastern Idaho 
     Community Action Partners that offered help with low-income housing. She asked if she 
     could place some in the City Office. She also informed the council that she would like to 
    secure more candy for next year’s Easter Egg Hunt. 
   
 Agenda Item 15: Executive Report
 Mayor Kimmel stated that he, at the direction of the City Attorney, had signed documents to ensure that the surety deeds for property at the Old Fairgrounds Subdivision would be returned to the City.  He stated that this should satisfy the requirements of officials at Jefferson County, who have been difficult to work with. 
He informed the Council that the City had been offered the opportunity to purchase water shares.  The City needs to do further research on the value of the shares versus the price that has been proposed. 
He stated that he had met with Paul Scoresby and Rick Miller to discuss funding opportunities for an upgrade to the City’s wastewater system. The discussion centered on resolving current issues with the system rather than any expansion of the system.  
Mayor Kimmel informed the council that there are more training videos on the AIC website. He also shared that he had attended the latest Ririe School Board Meeting. They have identified 4 potential sites that they are considering for a new elementary school. He also attended the South Jefferson County Traffic Study Stake Holders Meeting.  The primary purpose of the meeting was to address potential improvements to the US 20/County Line Road intersection.  Afterwards, John Walker, a Bonneville County Commissioner, asked to discuss Ririe. Mr. Walker also encouraged Jefferson County Commissioners and ITD employees to participate in the discussion.  They discussed several challenges with the layout of Ririe’s intersections that fall under the jurisdiction of the ITD and both Counties. He stated that it was a great discussion and that he was encouraged by everyone’s willingness to discuss these issues.
