Agenda Item 8: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert 
Kurt Hibbert informed the Council that he did not attend the May Planning and Zoning Meeting.  He did meet with Mayor Kimmel to discuss planning and zoning issues that needed to be addressed.  He has contacted multiple building officials with the State of Idaho concerning the excessive time that it was taking for building permits within the city to be processed and approved.  He also spoke to the council concerning the need to update and publish our Future Land Use and zoning maps.

Agenda Item 9: Police Report
Deputy Black reported that there were 135 patrol hours, 25 complaints, 4 arrests, 2 DUI, 7 citations and 54 traffic contacts made from 3/29/2025 to 4/25/2025.  Concerns with illegal ATV/UTV traffic in the city, the Sheriff Department’s participation at the Ririe Days celebration and the Memorandum of Understanding between Bonneville and Jefferson Counties for enforcement were discussed.  Mayor Kimmel also thanked Sheriff Anderson for the increase in patrols.

Agenda Item 11: New Business
A. Cory Stegelmeier, City Attorney, recommended that the City of Ririe take no further action regarding the complaint against Foster Land and Cattle.  He also recommended that the City develop better enforcement mechanisms to address non-compliance of city ordinances.  
B.  Paul Scoresby and Eric Parker, representing S&A Engineers, presented preliminary plans for the Maverik/Main Street/1st West intersection and the rerouting and paving of Osbourne Street.  They also discussed their progress on the new Transportation Study.  Eric anticipated scheduling a Public Hearing on the study in June.

A. Cory Stegelmeier informed the council that he had reached out to Eric Smith from Jefferson County and Thompson Engineering for assistance in finalizing everything necessary to move forward with the proposed annexation of property adjacent to 2nd West Street.. 

Agenda Item 13:  Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman, City Maintenance Supervisor, introduced a student group from BYU-Idaho who were interested in service to the community.  It was recommended that they contact the Senior Citizens Center and the Ririe Library, as well as Pamela Huffaker, who has responsibility for the Ririe Days Celebration.  Jason also discussed the status of the city’s Wastewater Study and continuing problems with subwater infiltration into our wastewater system.  Mayor Kimmel asked Jason to work with the city attorney to compose a letter to known violators.  He also asked Paul Scoresby about repair or replacement of faulty manholes and the status of the city’s lagoons.  
Jason reported that the city had set up a procedure to ensure better collection of fines associated with our animal control efforts. The Mayor explained the procedure to the Council.  Robert Johnson inquired about Jason’s plans to address the repair of potholes this Spring.  Will Jones asked about repeated calls from the city’s SKADA system indicating a problem with service.  Paul Scoresby reported that, while the system was outdated, it was quite secure.

He also reminded the Council that he had accepted the resignation of Kristin Gittins as our Ordinance Officer.  He stated he was very pleased with his interactions with the new officer, Bill Terry.  He updated the Council on his work with the Idaho Transportation Department.
