 Agenda Items 1: Call to Order
Mayor Howard Kimmel called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

 Agenda Item 2: Pledge of Allegiance
Mayor Kimmel led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Agenda Item 3: Prayer
Robert Johnson gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda
Will Jones moved to accept the agenda. Jeff Angle seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 5: Approve the Minutes
Will Jones moved to accept the minutes of October 14, 2025. Robert Johnson seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

The City Clerk, Wendy Mullins, read the bills that need to be paid. Will Jones made the motion to approve the bills. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 7: Blair Moncur Address to Council
Blair Moncur addressed the council.  He proposed that the Veterans Hall be renamed to honor Calvin Hairl Johnson.  He was a Ririe born veteran who served as a medic during World War II.  He lost his life during the conflict and was posthumously awarded the silver star for heroism.

Mayor Kimmel read the unscheduled delegation rules.
There was no public comment.

Agenda Item 9: S&A Engineering
Eric Parker and Paul Scoresby represented S&A Engineering. Eric presented the final draft of the Transportation Study. He has scheduled a meeting next week with the Technical Advisory Committee to seek their final input.  He will then stamp the document Final and submit it to LHTAC.  He stated that he had received the legal description of the Maverick property which is needed to move forward with a proposed land swap with the City. He indicated that he is willing to help the City work through the necessary steps to obtain funding from ITD for phase 1 of the Maverik Intersection Project. He also stated that the City would need to secure easements with Maverick, Ririe Auto and other property owners before proceeding with phase 2. Paul Scoresby spoke about progress on the sewer study. He plans to  wrap it up by the end of the year. He is hoping to obtain funding for a similar study of the City’s water system. He has already estimated the cost of replacing the pump station. It was much higher than he expected.  His initial estimate is 1.2 million dollars. It is extremely old and needs to be upgraded. He also stated the SCADA system is 20 years old and in need of an update.  He asked for permission to assist in drafting a letter of intent to submit in January.
Will Jones made the motion to authorize S&A Engineering to assist in drafting the letter of intent in January. Pamela Huffaker seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.
Agenda Item 11: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
 Kurt informed the Council that he is in support of the letter of intent for the water study. He will help with whatever he can. He informed the council of a public hearing for a proposed subdivision in Jefferson County.  The subdivision is on 63 acres.  The preliminary plat shows approximately 51, 1 acre lots. After the hearing, the Jefferson County Planning & Zoning Commission recommended conditional approval of the plat. Kurt stated that it was time to let them know of the City’s concern with how 51+ septic tanks may affect our ground water. He also informed the council that he and the Mayor will be meeting with representatives of Bonneville County next week in regards to the renegotiation of the City’s AOI agreement.

Mayor Kimmel informed the Council that, as stated in Idaho Code, it was time to review the City’s Comprehensive Plan.  He asked the Council to direct the P&Z Commission to begin a review of the plan. Pamela Huffaker made the motion. Jeff Angle seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 12: New Business
B. Resolution #2025-8  - Cooperative Agreement for Project # A025(115) between the
   City of Ririe and ITD. Will Jones made the motion to read Resolution 2025-8 by title only.
   Robert Johnson seconded. AIF. Motion carried.
Will Jones made the motion for conditional approval of Resolution #2025-8.  Approval was contingent on amending the agreement to indicate that expenses would be submitted to ITD for payment rather than being reimbursed after initial payment by the City. Pamela Huffaker seconded.  Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 13: Old Business
A. Ordinance Violation Discussion (ACTION ITEM )
 Mayor Kimmel stated that he had talked to the owner of the property used by Boats and Tows. He stated that the owner will be terminating the lease agreement he has with the tenant this Spring. He currently has a month-by-month lease.
He also explained that he had talked with Cory Stegelmeier about getting our ordinances on record with the Idaho Supreme Court. They discussed what ordinances need to be recorded. Mayor Kimmel proposed a new resolution to set fines for nuisance violations. He also reminded the Council of previous discussions concerning needed amendments to City ordinances.  This would require a public hearing. He asked the council to send any of their suggestions to the City Clerk so they can be shared.
      
Agenda Item 14: Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman stated that he appreciated the help he received with the Christmas lights. He had some problems with water and sewer the last month, but everything is running good now. He informed the Council that work has begun on installing utilities at the old fairgrounds.

Jeff asked about 
      problems with the construction of the new apartments and how it is going to effect the 
      alley behind them. He also stated his concerns about the alley that runs by the school. 
      Mayor Kimmel suggested that this be on next month’s agenda, and perhaps invite
