Mayor Kimmel read the unscheduled delegation rules.
Justin Pulver, 1st East in Ririe, addressed the council. He lives next to Boats and Tows. He asked if 
something could be done about all the junk that is sitting around. He stated that there are vehicles 
parked in front of the business and outside of the fence. He also asked about a couple of steel plates 
that are in his yard. He would like to get rid of them, but wasn’t sure what they were. Jason Freeman
offered to look at them.  Kelley Wilson, business owner at 317 Main St. Ririe, is concerned about all of the vehicles that are parked on the city's property at 175 Main St. Ririe.  A letter from Ririe resident Larry Lovell was read concerning the parking of vehicles at 175 Main St. He stated that he is opposed to 
issuing a new lease agreement. 
Agenda Item 9: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
 Kurt addresses questions from the council concerning the draft of the new Chapter 10.  Pamela Huffaker asked about the paragraph at the end of the title.  She would like it incorporated into the actual Title 10.    

 Agenda Item 8: Police Report

Agenda Item 10: New Business
A.  Approve recommendations from the Planning and Zoning Commission for changes to Title 10.    
     (ACTION ITEM}
     Will Jones shared several concerns about the recommendations.  He asked about allowing apartments     
     in residential zones 1 & 2. He stated that he did not want apartments in low density zones. He was 
     opposed to changing the side yard setbacks from 10 ft to 6 ft. He also stated that recommended 
     changes would allow a home to be built on a 6,000 sq. ft. lot. He opined that that is not low density. 
     He asked several other questions concerning the draft of Title 10 and City Planning Administrator 
     Kurt Hibbert’s role in bringing forth the recommendations. Kurt informed the council that the state 
     legislature has passed many statutes that the city does not have any control over. Mayor Kimmel 
     reminded the Council that the Planning and Zoning Commission is independent from the City Council 
     and the City Planning Administrator.  He stated that these changes were recommended by the 
     Planning and Zoning Commission. Kurt recommended that the Council schedule a work meeting with 
     the Commission. Pamela Huffaker also had some reservations and recommended that some changes 
     be made before the new version of Title 10 was adopted.
     Will Jones made the motion to table the approval of Title 10 until next month so that concerns could  
     be addressed.  Pamela Huffaker seconded. A.I.F.  Motion carried.

G. Renewal of Ririe Auto Repair Lease Agreement. (ACTION ITEM)
     The council discussed several requirements that they would like to be included in a new lease
     agreement. Pamela Huffaker made the motion to change the agreement to require a 12 car maximum, 
     no body repair vehicles, all vehicles must be registered, and it will renew as a 3 month lease
     agreement. Will Jones seconded. AIF. motion carried. 
     Mayor Kimmel will write up a new lease agreement and bring it to council next
     Month.
H. Ordinance Violations Discussion. (ACTION ITEM)
     The council discussed how to move forward with ordinance violators. Will Jones made the motion
     to revisit this after some research into other cities. Pamela Huffaker seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.      
     Mayor Kimmel will research this and present his findings to the council at the next meeting. 
     Mayor Kimmel called for a short break so everyone could have some cake and he presented Eric
     Bennion with a plaque for his years of service. This is the last City Council meeting that Eric
     will be attending as a councilman.

Agenda Item 11: Old Business

B.  Grant for Celebrate Idaho 250. (ACTION ITEM)
     Pamela Huffaker made the motion to be allowed to apply for the grant available for the    
     funding an America250 celebration. Will Jones seconded. A.I.F. Motion carried.
Agenda Item 12: Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman informed the Council that Eric Parker, from S&A Engineering, was there to speak to the Council about progress on the projects that they are working on. He told the Council that Paul Scoresby is hoping to have the Sewer Study completed by the end of December. Eric reminded the Council that ITD has allotted almost ½ a million dollars to fund their portion, which has been designated as Part 1, of the City’s proposed project that includes the intersection at Maverik.  He also stated that he is currently working on Part 2 of the project.  He mentioned that he participated in the meeting with Jason Freeman, Mayor Kimmel, Jeff Sneddon from ITD, and Amanda LaMott with LHTAC concerning additional funding opportunities.  It looks promising that the City of Ririe may be eligible for funding through a TAP (Transportation Alternative Program) grant. The application will be submitted before January, 2026. Eric also hopes to complete the Transportation Study soon. He asked that the City schedule a Public Information Meeting for October 21st at 6:30 p.m. 

Agenda Item 13: Council Reports
A.  Will Jones did not have a report.
B.  Eric Bennion reported that the Library is doing very well. He acknowledged Brianna    
      Noriega, City Library Director, and all of the hard work she has put into the Library. He 
      expressed his feelings on being part of the City Council for so many years. He thanked 
      everyone for the time he has been able to serve this community.
C.  Robert Johnson stated that he had seen some funny notes that another city had used  for  
     vehicles that were parked inappropriately.

      Trunk or Treat. She also stated that she had contacted the Fire Department to see if they  
      would have the manpower to do a spook alley for Halloween. She said that she had not 
      heard back from them yet. She stated that she would be happy to write the grant for the    
      America250 Celebration. She asked Jason how much help he will need to put up the 
      Christmas decorations this year. Jason said he would let her know in the next couple 
      weeks. She asked if the City wanted to get the Lions Club back in Ririe or if it was their 
      idea. She asked about the Lions Club using the Veterans Hall without charge. She will let 
      them know. 
 Robert Johnson asked if it would be okay to get rid of the fountain in Hayes Park. Mayor
 Kimmel stated that there may be a way to include improvements to Hayes Park as part of the TAP grant that was mentioned previously.  It was recommended that removal of the fountain be discussed with FarrDell & Loa Hayes.
Agenda Item 14: Executive Report
Mayor Kimmel thanked Eric Bennion for all of his hard work as a council member. He informed the council that the Development Agreement for work at the Old Fairgrounds has lapsed.  He indicated that preliminary work there is finally moving forward. Mayor Kimmel introduced Jeffrey Angle to the Council.  He, along with incumbent Councilors Jones and Huffaker, were the only individuals to file for the three available seats on the City Council. Because no other candidates filed, these three will serve new terms on the City Council, effective in January, 2026.  Mayor Kimmel asked Mr. Angle if he would accept appointment to the Council for the remainder of Eric Bennion’s term.  Jeff accepted the invitation and will be sworn in at the October 14, 2026 Council meeting.

Eric Bennion made the motion to adjourn at 10:11 p.m. Pamela Huffaker seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.
